2.  Collection,  Storage,  Type,  Purpose,  and  Use  of  Personal 

Data

For your ECA membership, we collect the following information:

-Salutation and, if appl., title, first name, last name, dob

-A valid email address

-Address

-Phone number (landline and/or mobile)

This  data  is  collected  in  order  to  identify  you  as  an  ECA member, 

correspond  with  you,  issue  invoices,  assert  any  claims  arising  from 

membership, such as membership fee payments.

We also collect data necessary for recognition or licensing as part of 

your membership, such as your profession, coaching experience, etc.

Data processing is carried out upon your request and, according to Art. 

6 (1) sentence 1 lit. f) GDPR, is necessary for the appropriate handling 

of your membership application and the mutual fulfillment of obligations 

arising from the membership relationship.

3. Duration of Data Storage

The  duration  of  storage  of  the  personal  data  collected  for  your 

membership  is  based  on  the  respective  statutory  retention  periods. 

Once these periods expire, the data is routinely deleted unless it is still  

required for the fulfillment or initiation of a contract.

4. Publication in the ECA Coach Guide

Your data will only be published in the ECA Coach Guide with your 

explicit  consent.  However,  this  does  not  constitute  a  right  to 

publication.

5. Data Subject Rights

You have the right to:

- Withdraw your consent at any time pursuant to Art. 7 (3) GDPR. This 

means we can no longer continue the data processing that was based 

on this consent in the future;

- Request information pursuant to Art. 15 GDPR about your personal 

data we process. In particular, you may request information about the 

purposes of processing, the categories of personal data, the categories 

of  recipients  to whom your data has been or will  be disclosed,  the 

planned  storage  duration,  the  existence  of  a  right  to  rectification, 

erasure, restriction of processing, or objection, the existence of a right 

to lodge a complaint, the origin of your data if not collected by us, and 

the  existence  of  automated  decision-making,  including  profiling,  and 

meaningful information about its details where applicable;

- Request rectification of inaccurate or incomplete personal data stored 

by us without undue delay pursuant to Art. 16 GDPR;

- Request erasure of your personal data stored by us pursuant to Art. 

17  GDPR,  unless  processing  is  necessary  for  managing  your 

membership,  exercising  the  right  of  freedom  of  expression  and 

information, fulfilling a legal obligation, reasons of public interest, or for 

the establishment, exercise, or defense of legal claims;

- Request restriction of the processing of your personal data pursuant 

to Art. 18 GDPR if you contest the accuracy of the data, the processing 

is unlawful and you oppose erasure, we no longer need the data but 

you require it for the establishment, exercise or defense of legal claims, 

or you have objected to processing pursuant to Art. 21 GDPR;

-  Receive  your  personal  data  that  you  have  provided  to  us  in  a 

structured, commonly used, and machine-readable format or request its 

transfer to another controller pursuant to Art. 20 GDPR;

- Lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority pursuant to Art. 77 

GDPR. As a rule, you can contact the supervisory authority of your 

usual place of residence or our association’s registered office.

6. Right to Object

If your personal data is processed on the basis of legitimate interests 

pursuant to Art. 6 (1) sentence 1 lit. f) GDPR, you have the right to 

object  to the processing  of  your  personal  data  pursuant  to Art.  21 

GDPR,  provided  there  are  reasons  arising  from  your  particular 

situation.
